This historical site, at 1946 Market 
Street, has been refurbished and restored with award-winning details to insure 
that, as much as possible, the nature and features of this historic landmark 
building and it’s appointments have been preserved. Mattie’s is an historic 
building dating back to the 1890’s and was once owned by the infamous Mattie 
Silks.
